Specifically, they 

lag 12.6 percent behind Hispanics and 22.3 percent behind whites; Asians have 

the highest graduation rate at 71.2 percent. The study looked at the six-year 

graduation rates of students in four cohorts. Across each group of 

undergraduates, the six-year graduation rate for black male students attending public colleges and 

universities was 35 percent, compared with 46 percent for Latino and 59 percent for white male
students.”
